FIRE





Before fighting a fire:


Can I quickly and safely escape from the area?


Do I have the correct extinguishers?


Is it large enough to put out the fire?


Is the area free from other dangers and hazards?


If no to any, do not put out fire!!





Fire Extinguisher


PASS  -    Pull, Aim, Squeeze, Sweep 


Test before using, have a backup team�
�
   


Suppressing Small Fires





2 person team, 2 extinguishers,


hold on to shoulder and watch for hazards


Say "Ready", respond "ready"


Say "going in",  2ed person repeats command


Approach from windward side


10 ft from fire, begin to discharge extinguisher


Sweep at base of fire 


To return, say "backing out",


2nd person repeats command. �

LIGHT SEARCH AND RESCUE


# Size up situation;   Search;   Rescue


Gather Facts: 


Time of day, type of construction, occupancy, weather and other hazards


Assess and communicate the damage


Consider possibilities 


Assess your own situation


Establish priorities  (life safety is #1)


Make decisions


Develop plan of action


Take action


Evaluate progress


Ensure rescuers safety �

MARKING SEARCH AREAS

TRIAGE OVERVIEW





Stop,  Look,  Listen


Conduct voice triage:


"Emergency Response Team. 


If you can walk,  come to the sound of my voice"


Start where you stand and follow a systematic route


Evaluate each victim and tag them  I, D, or DEAD


Treat "I" victims immediately


Document triage results for:


Effective deployment of resources


Information on victim location


Record of number of casualties by degree�

TRIAGE PROCEDURES





IMMEDIATE     --        Red


DELAYED         --        Yellow 


DEAD                 --        Black





Who is immediate?


Breathing is 30 times or > a minute?  Yes


5 second or more blanch test?     Yes


Do not follow commands?    Yes


Severe bleeding?    Yes�

TRIAGE (KILLERS) EVALUATION





Check airway/breathing for obstructions


Position the airway (Head Tilt, chin lift method)


Look, Listen, Feel


Check breathing rate:


>30 per second, treat  for shock, tag as I


<30 next step


If not breathing after 2 attempts, tag as DEAD �

TRIAGE (KILLERS) EVALUATION (Cont)





Check (excessive) circulation/bleeding


Control severe bleeding


Direct pressure


Elevation


Pressure points


Tourniquet is last resort!�

TRIAGE (KILLERS) EVALUATION (Cont)


Check Shock/Mental status


Rapid and shallow breathing


Capillary refill of >2 seconds (Blanch test)


Failure to follow simple commands:  "squeeze hand"


Change in skin color


Controlling shock


Lay victim on back


Elevate feet 6 to 10 " above chest


Maintain an open airway


Control obvious bleeding


Maintain body temp


Avoid rough or excessive handling


Treat for shock if non-responsive, tag as I�
